Book Chapter
· Pick a topic from the text

· Find a journal article on the topic

· Write a 2-4 page “chapter” 

· Your audience is someone with no knowledge of cognitive psychology

· Explain the topic to this audience including information from your journal article and be sure to critique your article (see article review form)
· Explain application of your topic to some professional area (education, law, public health…)
· Worth 100 points

Feature Film Activity
· Choose a feature film that you can connect to some topic in cognitive psychology
· Find 3-5 journal articles on that topic
· Write a 4-5 page paper
· Discuss your cognitive topic including proper terminology, giving examples and providing definition.
· Describe the film in general and scenes in particular that related to your topic. Include if the portrayal of the topic is accurate, if not what would you change to increase accuracy?
· Worth 100 points

Presentation
· Prepare a 10-minute presentation of your feature film activity.
· Use MS PowerPoint 
· You may show a clip of 1 minute or less – OR get permission for a longer presentation to include a longer clip (i.e. 12 minute presentation and 3 minute clip
· Worth 100 points

NOTE: There will be questions on the final exam from the presentations so it is important to attend on these days.
